Collaborations between ArtSpace/Lima and the ColusnGollege of
Art and Design are nothing new. Faculty from thea®l have exhib-
ited with us (notably irstill Life Nowin 2011) and they have helped us
jury both theKewpee ShowndSpring Show.

But not until now have so many (18) artists asdediavith the school
been on display in the Ellen Nelson Gallery. Oigaah by curator,
Carol Griffith, Professor of Art-urnishing the Suitérought us current
faculty, emeritus faculty, students, and friendsaiminnovative exhibit
of work from CCAD.

Professor Griffith began the project with a silkesen print depicting
her 1970’'s-vintage graduate school apartment. Bimted off seven
stages of the work, beginning with the one-cola@eband finishing with
the completed work in fourteen colors.
